When you’ve finished your 60 hours, email your tracking form to education@montanarealtors.org. You’ll receive a $50 electronic invoice, and your application will be reviewed once payment is received.

When your application is verified, you’ll receive an email confirmation, your GRI certificate, and commemorative pin by mail. Earn Your GRI Designation in 4 steps:

1. Complete a minimum of 60 hours of approved GRI content (see MAR website for details): https://www.montanarealtors.org/education/graduate-realtor-institute-gri/
· 48 hours of GRI required Core courses – must be taken in person 
· 12 hours of GRI Optional Elective Courses or approved   Designation/Certificate Courses

2. Register for our annual in-person GRI Conference, October 14-15, 2026. Optional for those that have already completed GRI 101 & 201.

3. Submit completed GRI Tracking Form along with copies of all applicable course certificates to education@montanarealtors.org.

4. Montana REALTORS® will notify you of your graduation status within 2 weeks. After confirmation, you can proudly promote your new GRI designation.
